Windies cricketers bat against HIV/AIDS
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The West Indies cricket team has expressed solidarity with a vision for the elimination of mother-to-child HIV transmission in the Eastern Caribbean and Barbados in the near future.

The team hosted a group of Barbadian students at the Kensington Oval on Friday. They joined the Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) Caribbean Regional Support Team (RST) in articulating the need for generations of West Indian people to work together with a view to "getting to zero" new HIV infections.

16-17 April 2012 – The Technical Working Group (TWG) Meeting of the HIV Prevention Task Force will meet at the CARICOM Secretariat Headquarters in Georgetown, Guyana. The main objectives of the meeting are to review the characteristics of the current prevention response. The meeting will also discuss practical recommendations for moving the prevention response forward to meet the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) by 2015. Discussions will also take place on how the TWG will support the PCU’s work with member countries to improve human and institutional capacity to manage and deliver creative, innovative HIV prevention programmes. 19-21 April 2012 – The 57th Annual Caribbean Health Research Council (CHRC)/Caribbean Public Health Agency (CARPHA) Scientific Conference will be held in the Cayman Islands. The dissemination of health research findings is one of its more important functions and CHRC has successfully hosted its Annual Research Conference every year since 1956. Usually held the third week in April, this is the largest health research conference in the English speaking Caribbean with over 200 delegates in attendance. The latter comprise researchers, policy makers and care providers creating a unique network of health stakeholders who share needs, information and experiences. The Conference venue is rotated throughout the Caribbean and it is often hosted in exotic settings that facilitate a special kind of camaraderie among delegates. Collaborations are spawned not only among researchers but with other stakeholders. Highlights of the Conference include keynote lectures and the Awards Banquet, with one afternoon reserved for the holding of satellite meetings (hosted by professional societies) and training workshops.

24 April 2012 – The seventh meeting of the Priority Areas Coordinating Committee (PACC) of the Pan Caribbean Partnership Against HIV and AIDS (PANCAP) will take place in St. Lucia. This meeting will discuss PANCAP’s Policy Agenda for 2012; the action plan for strengthening strategic information; evaluation of the Caribbean Regional Strategic Framework (CRSF); PANCAP’s engagement with countries on sustainability of the HIV response and the policy dialogue on integration of HIV services into Primary Health Care or existing Health Care Services among others.

25-26 April 2012 – The eighteenth meeting of the Pan Caribbean Partnership Against HIV and AIDS (PANCAP) Executive Board will take place in St Lucia. The meeting will receive reports from the region’s HIV response, the PANCAP Director’s report on challenges and opportunities, financial reports and update on the CARICOM secretariat’s contribution to PANCAP, sustainability of national HIV responses and the priority policy agenda for PANCAP among other issues.


27-28 April 2012 – The Sixteenth Special Meeting of the Council for Human and Social Development (COHSOD) will take place in St Lucia. The focus of this meeting is the Pan Caribbean Partnership Against HIV and AIDS (PANCAP) Policy Agenda for 2012-2013 as it relates to the Integration f HIV into Primary Health Care. This meeting follows up on the Regional Expert Group Meeting of Caribbean Health Professionals in Trinidad and Tobago in February 2012, which reviewed the meta-analysis of health system assessments done in nine (9) countries to identify the key policy areas related to the Integration of HIV in Primary Health Care. The meeting will address issues related to:
•    the financial status of the regional response and financial stability of HIV programmes at country and regional levels;
•    matters arising from the Caribbean Public Health Agency (CARPHA) Executive Board Meeting requiring Ministerial ratification; and,
•    the elimination of vertical transmission of HIV and Congenital Syphilis
